· Coordinate student ministry on campuses nationally, inviting, coaching, and equipping student leaders, faculty advisors, volunteers, Nurses Christian Fellowship Staff and InterVarsity Staff. 
· Plant nursing ministry on unplanted campuses in area of responsibility
· Serve on the Student Ministry leadership team (bi-weekly remote meetings)
· Collaborate with the larger NCF team, regarding student ministry, and participate in NCF all-staff team meetings (monthly, virtual). 
· Supervise NCF Student Ministry staff when requested
· Recruit NCF staff and volunteers 
· Collaborate with InterVarsity directors and staff 
· Oversee chapter administration (FFR, AFR, Chapter Agreements, etc.) 
· Contribute to envisioning and creating resource communications for student ministry such as Campus Vitals, NCF’s student ministry eNewsletter, and other communications 
· Assist when requested in communicating about student ministry in Charting the Way, the NCF members eNewsletter, the Journal of Christian Nursing, and other NCF communications 
· Regularly produce resources for chapters (Bible Study, Gigs, Proxe’s, etc.) 
· Participate in national NCF student ministry programing (conferences, retreats, training, etc.) 
· Help with envisioning / developing effective social media outreach (Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, Tic Toc, etc.) to the nursing corner of the campus.
